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10. Appendix A

11. References
References must be numbered in alphabetical order (including quotations in tables and legends) and listed at the end of the manuscript individually. To prevent typing errors and duplicated references, we suggest preparing references with a bibliography software package such as EndNote, ReferenceManager or Zotero. For all references where available, include the Digital Object Identifier (DOI).
Citations and References in Supplementary files are permitted provided that they also appear in the reference list here. 
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
